Und er
hat ein halbes Jahr lang Beckett interviewt, der ihm erstaunlicherweise bereitwillig Rede und Antwort stand. Und er
erweist sich als ein hervorragender Kenner des Beckettschen Werkes. In England verpasste das Buch knapp den
Whitbread Prize, die Rezensenten verglichen Knowlson mit Richard Ellmann (dessen Joyce Biographie ja auch
unerreichbar bleiben wird). Erstaunlicherweise ist dem Verfasser, dem im Leben von Beckett nichts zu entgehen
scheint, eine kleine Geschichte entgangen, die man sich in Berlin heute noch erzhit. Als Beckett zur deutschen
Inszenierung von "Warten auf Godot" in Berlinist, will er in einem Cafe auf dem Ku'damm einen Kaffee trinken. Der
Kellner sieht den Mann im Rollkragenpullover und abgeschabten Regenmantel und bedient ihn nicht, weil er ihn fr
einen Penner hit.
