Bolstered by Andy Warhol's advice, "you make your
own luck," Dickinson represented Hush Puppies, Max Factor and Virginia Slims and ignored Calvin Klein's comment,
"models aren't supposed to think." As aresult, Dickinson is more interesting than some might expect, immersing
herself in details about modeling and refining her skills as a photographer. Friendships with then-struggling actor
Bruce Willis and her sisters have surprising warmth. The obligatory sensationalism is here concerning affairs with
Jack Nicholson, Mick Jagger, Warren Beatty, Liam Neeson and Sylvester Stallone along with accounts of her multiple
marriages and a near-fatal car wreck. While denouncing her hedonistic existence, Dickinson is also honest enough to
acknowledge the stimulating aspects of success and glamour, explaining why they lure insecure personalities and
imprison them past the point of no return. The book is sometimes predictable and psychologically simplistic, but
Dickinson comes across as a triumphant survivor.
