Copyright 1994 Reed Business Information, Inc.From BooklistBenjamin Jacobs was a Jewish dental
student who in 1941 was deported from the Polish village of Dobra--along with 166 other Jewish men, including his
father--to a Nazi labor camp. Jacobs was 22, and what followed was four years of horror in two labor camps and in
Auschwitz, where his father died and his brother survived. (His mother and sister were murdered in Chelmno.) The
author survived because of his elementary dental skills; he worked on the teeth of inmates and later on those of 55
officers. In simple, straightforward prose, Jacobs reveal s the relentless and senseless brutality of concentration camp
existence and--finally--the miracle of survival. Jacobs' book is another solid addition to the ever-growing body of
Holocaust literature.
